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THE SPIRIT OF M. P. C. L

HE SPIRIT of M. P. C. I. is epitomized in the motto which has been a guid- 

ing principle from the beginning—‘Merit, the Measure of Success.” The 
interpretation and application of this principle have given to Mount Pleasant 
Collegiate Institute its distinguishing characteristics. At the very beginning of 
the Institute’s history, the Principals had in mind a very definite contribution to 
the education and training of boys and young men for success and usefulness in 
life. This idea has been a dominant factor in determining the conduct and manage- 
ment of the institution. 

In a real sense the aim of M. P. C. I. has been the symmetrical development of 
the young people under its tuition, a development that was concerned with the 
intellect, the body and the spirit. Accordingly, the working out of the curriculum 
and the admission of extra-curriculum activities have been with a view to this end. 
Moreover, the policies of government and the relation of administrative officers and 
teachers to students have been in harmony with this outstanding objective. 

The Collegiate Institute has been conservative in the matter of course of study, 
holding fast to that which had been found to be good and slow to adopt “new 
fangled” ideas which, though popular for the time, have not been found conducive 
to scholarship and preparation for efficient service. Wide latitude in the matter 
of electives and ready admission and introduction of new subjects to the detriment 
and crowding out of fundamentals in real education have found no place at M. P. 
C. J. Its course of study is designed to train the powers of mind, to furnish a fund 
of useful knowledge, and to lay a foundation in the principal branches of learning 
upon which may be erected more pretentious superstructures by advanced study and 
research. This policy has been justified by results. Graduates of M. P. C. I. who 
have taken the prescribed course with credit have never failed to distinguish them- 
selves in college, university or technical school; they have attained to marked suc- 
cess in business, industry and profession. 

Emphasis has always been laid upon the efficacy and worthwhileness of literary 
society work. ‘The four Literary Societies, conducted under the guidance and 
supervision of faculty members, in which exercises in Debate, Essay writing, Letter 
writing, Declamation and written criticism are required of the members every, week 
have a telling effect upon M. P. C. I. men—all of them. Every student belongs 
to one or the other of the Societies. Judging from the decadence of Literary So- 
cieties in so many of our institutions, one would be justified in looking for a genera- 
tion of youth among whom public speaking was a lost art. Not so with the sons 
of M. P. C. I. Those old mottoes to be found on the walls of the Phi Sigma Phi 
and Philalathian Society Halls, “Fama Ambitionis Victoria,’ ‘‘Veritas Scientiam 

Coronat,” and “Excelsior,” still challenge the youth on the Hill to high endeavor 
and steady, continuous effort for self-improvement and literary attainments. 

The relations of teachers and students at M. P. C. I. are close. Every teacher 
knows every student by name and stands ready to give counsel and assistance. The 
personal touch and individual attention count for much, and explain the attachment 
generally felt by M. P. C. I. men—an attachment which often increases with pass- 
ing of years, when appreciation is enhanced by the contrast of experience in other 
surroundings where personal interest is not so manifest. 
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Sana Mens in Corpore sano is accepted as a fundamental truth at M. P. C. I. 
The morning setting-up exercises, the drill and various athletic sports are fostered 
and encouraged with the end in view that the bodies of students may be kept strong 
and healthy. Well developed physiques and erect carriage result. Vigor and an 
optimistic outlook on life characterize the average cadet. ‘These qualities not only 
engender higher self-respect, but command the respectful regard of others. 

The development of intellectual and physical powers is fine, but to cultivate these 

and neglect the spiritual side of man is a tragedy. The atmosphere about M. P. C. I. 

is charged with the idea of the importance of the spiritual. The traditions of the 

school, the life and professions of the instructors, the Chapel services every school 

day, Bible study in the regular course, the program of the Y. M. C. A., every Sun- 

day attendance upon Sunday School and divine service—all these are indicative of 

the emphasis placed ‘upon the religious training at M. P. C. I. Sophisticated world- 

liness, blatant skepticism, and shameless irreverence, all too prevalent among youth 

of today, do not thrive in the atmosphere which pervades the campus of M. P. C. I. 

That man is a social being is a truth that has recognition at M. P. C. I. While 

it is enjoined upon Cadets to give first things first place and not allow “side issues” 

to usurp the place that should be given to weightier matters, yet a balanced program 

is recommended. Romances not a few have had their genesis in the social activities 

incident to student life in Mount Pleasant, and there are many couples who, no 

doubt, are persuaded that their choicest acquisitions are the prizes they drew from 

“games” played while students at Mount Pleasant. 

All in all, who says that the spirit of M. P. C. I. is not one to challenge the 

admiration of buoyant, forward-looking youth?

Following announcement that Mont Amoena Seminary would not open for ses- 
sion 1927-1928, solicitous inquiries were received by the management of the Col- 
legiate Institute as to the admission of girls. This presented a rather perplexing 

question. The Collegiate Institute is a distinctively Boys’ School. The military 

feature is definitely established. The admission of girls seemed incongruous. How- 

ever, there was a disposition to accommodate those knocking for admission, especially 

those who were desirous of completing their preparation for college. Accordingly, 

it was decided to receive such as Day Students. 

In the September Institute News, something in the nature of a prophecy was 

expressed in these words: “An added touch toward the refinement of the finished 

product—a 100 per cent successful school year—will be realized, let us believe, 

in the presence of a limited number of sisters counted for the first time in our student 

body. Just enough to give color to a handsome picture and set the pace, maybe, in 

scholastic achievement!” 

The eight girls who were enrolled have fulfilled the “prophecy”. The cut of the 

“Specials” is evidence of the enhancement in the “color” and “refinement” of the 

student body; and, those who have access to the record can testify that the girls 

suffer not in comparison in the matter of “scholastic achievement.”

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SENIOR CLASS HISTORY 

of 

S THE five years spent at the Institute draw to a close we pause to review 

them. We meditate upon the great variety of things which they have held 

for us. First of all, the course has been a most exacting taskmaster. Our work 

here has been different from that of the ordinary school. Certain standards were 

prescribed for us to follow. One of the advantages of the system is that we were 

made to feel much at home by personal contact with our teachers. This personal 

contact has done much toward instilling within us right ideals and high motives.

Our 

duties, both academic and military, were comparatively hard; we were taking a 

course equivalent to Freshman work in college. We were slowly but surely coming 

to the realization that we were upper classmen, about to assume the responsibility 

of taming the rowdy Sub-Freshmen, quieting the incorrigible Freshmen, and _ hold- 

ing in check the “would be important” Sophcmores. We had the opportunity to 

look into the mysteries of the activities to see what made the “wheels” go around, 

so that we could keep them running later on. We became increasingly alive to the 

situation and as we grew to know each other more intimately we began to work more 

as a unit. 

. Commencement soon was upon us and promotion left us on the threshold of our 

Senior year. 

Senior year is quite properly the climax of the drama of our five years spent on 

the “Hill.”

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MILITARY REVIEW

HE MILITARY system at M. P. C. I. is a very important feature. Although 

carried on in somewhat of a modified form, it affords valuable training for 

young men, and especially those who come from the city and need physical develop- 

ment. Military training is beneficial, not only as a physical builder, but as a mind 

trainer. It inculcates the habit of thinking and concentrating and, above all, it in- 

culcates respect for authority. It creates a sense of responsibility and duty. 

At the Institute the Corps is divided into two Companies, “A” and “B”. Each 

year, three competitive drills are held for the purpose of determining which Com- 

pany is the more proficient. To the Company winning the highest number of points, 

a beautiful silver cup is awarded. This feature causes much interest, enthusiasm, 

and friendly rivalry among the Cadets. Last year Captain H. H. Sloop led “B” 

Company to a victory over “A” Company, although by a narrow margin. 

Another feature that arouses interest among the Cadets is the fact that each year 

a gold medal is awarded to the Cadet who proves himself the most proficient in 

the Manual of Arms, based on his showing in the Individual Contest which is held 

at the end of each year. Last year, Cadet J. A. Fowler, Jr., of Greensboro, N..C., 

won out in the Individual Contest, thus winning the honor of being the best drilled 

Cadet on the “Hill.” 

Military training has proved itself to be a decided success at the Institute. It 

develops the spirit of loyalty and enthusiasm which is so characteristic of M. P. C. I.
